• Let the audience know that you’ll be soliciting feedback after the video: 
 After the video, we’ll go over a few of the items that we noticed in the video. 

• Show the video 
 For maximum retention, it is recommended to show the video twice to give everyone the 

opportunity to see some of the more subtle mistakes made in the video. 
 Refer to the lists that you created below to help foster discussion. 
 A useful way in which to encourage audience participation would be to have “rewards” that you
